Information pursuant to Article 13 of the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR)

identity card. Personal data are all information referring to an identified or identifiable natural person. We
would like to provide the following information regarding our data processing in order to comply with our
obligation under Article 13 of the GDPR:

[6] You also have the right to complain to a data protection supervisory authority about our processing of
your personal data.

[7] As part of data processing, when a passport or identity card is issued, your personal data will be passed
on to the document producer for the purposes of producing the passport. Pursuant to Section 22 ff of the
Passports Act / Section 24 of the Act on Identity Cards and Electronic Identification, the passport/identity
card authority is entitled to pass on data from the passport register to other public bodies insofar as this is
necessary for the recipient to perform the tasks for which they are responsible.
